
In 2025, Greater Seattle Partners strengthened collaboration across business, government, and 
community leaders while telling Greater Seattle’s story to global audiences, positioning the region 
for continued growth and investment.

GSP advanced its core mission by showcasing the innovation ecosystem, accelerating exports for 
local companies, and deepening global relationships that drive investment and job creation 
across the region. In 2025, Greater Seattle Partners engaged with more than 400 companies, 
welcomed 20+ international delegations, led and participated in five international missions.

Global Engagement

International Leadership Mission: In partnership with the Seattle Metropolitan Chamber of 
Commerce, GSP led a regional leadership mission to Germany with 65 business and elected 
leaders, visiting Munich, Berlin, and Hamburg. The delegation explored green economy strategies, 
advanced manufacturing and aeronautics, and Germany’s preparations for global events such as 
the FIFA World Cup, bringing back practical insights.

Commitment to sustainability: Greater Seattle is home to the largest aerospace supply chain in 
the United States, with sustainability and clean technology as top priorities. Sustainable Aviation 
Fuel has emerged as a critical solution for reducing aviation emissions. To support regional SAF 
development, Greater Seattle Partners led a curated international visit to Ireland and the United 
Kingdom to assess production models, policy frameworks, and infrastructure needs, helping inform 
future SAF feasibility and investment planning in our region.

Deepening ties with India: In partnership with the Consulate General of India in Seattle, Greater 
Seattle Partners hosted the first Invest India Business Forum for the regional business community. 
The forum explored strategic economic opportunities with India, whose population in Washington 
state has doubled over the past decade and now represents the second - largest foreign - born 
community in the region. This growth reflects deepening economic ties and increasing opportunity 
for bilateral collaboration.

Global innovation exchange: Greater Seattle Partners also represents the City of Seattle in the 
Global Innopolis  Network Initiative (GINI), an international collaboration of leading innovation hubs 
focused on science -  and technology - driven economic development. GINI connects six founding 
members, including Daejeon, Montgomery County, Málaga, Dortmund, Seattle, and Québec, to 
exchange best practices and develop cross - border partnerships that support sustainable growth.

Building economic competitiveness: To better understand regional competitiveness, GSP 
completed a comprehensive research effort that included 15 in - depth interviews and 30 surveys 
with national site selectors. The resulting analysis highlights the key factors influencing location 
decisions and evaluates Greater Seattle’s strengths and actionable insights within the national 
marketplace.

Welcoming companies, closing deals: Through our third annual signature program, the SelectUSA  
Seattle Spinoff, we recruited and hosted 23 international companies from seven countries. The 
program connects global business leaders with the people, infrastructure, and innovation assets 
that make Greater Seattle one of United States’ most competitive regions for expansion and 
investment.

Growing export revenues: To further support regional economic development, GSP assisted 28 
local companies through the Greater Seattle Export Accelerator, providing advanced export 
training and market entry support to help companies scale internationally.

Telling Our Story 

Showcasing innovation: In collaboration with GeekWire , Microsoft, the Technology Alliance, and 
the Washington Technology Industry Association, Greater Seattle Partners launched Innovate 
State, a first - of - its - kind interactive map of the innovation ecosystem across Washington, Oregon, 
and British Columbia. The map highlights 528 high - growth startups and illustrates the 
interconnected network of founders, research institutions, investors, and employers across the 
Cascadia region.

2025 also marked the third year of the Uncommon Thinkers Awards, which recognize individuals 
whose ideas and leadership are shaping the region’s future. Six awards were presented to 
innovators, scientists, entrepreneurs, and technologists advancing meaningful change across key 
industries.

Looking Ahead: Priorities for 2026

We have built the team and the programs to scale our impact, and in 2026 we plan to take our 
regional brand global and blend targeted recruiting with key stakeholder engagement to drive 
meaningful jobs and investment.  Building on our signature programs, leveraging market data and 
national and international relationships, we are poised to deliver new offerings and ever stronger 
results.
